Preparing the typewriter for use

Open out the line-space and carriage-
return lever 6 into its forward po-
sition. Raise the carriage locking lever
1 to disengage it. Make sure that the
ribbon colour-change and stencil le-
ver 18 is set against the blue dot, and
that the margin stops 11 are at op-
posite ends of the carriage.
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Carriage locking lever 7

This lever locks the carriage in a
central position, and so prevents it
from moving when you carry the type-
writer from place to place. Always
engage the lever before you put the
typewriter back in its case.




Line-space and carriage-return
lever 6

This lever is used to return the car-
riage from the end of a typing line,
and simultaneously to move the paper
up ready for the nmext typing line.
Before you cover the typewriter, or
put in away, always move the lever
back, ease it to the left, and then
push it into the « down» position
illustrated. This will protect it from
any risk of damage.
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Line space selector 9

The line space lever 6 spaces out one
typing line from the next according
to the setting of the line space selector
9: single (normal) line spacing at
position 1, one-and-a-balf at position
2, and double at position 3. Position
0 temporarily disengages the line spac-
ing mechanism, but retains the set-
ting for an exact return to the previous
writing line (e.g. after adding a cor-
rection between the lines).
